Royal blue shorts

SCHOOL UNIFORM EXPECTATIONS 

 

 
Light blue polo shirt 

embroidered with school logo 
 

 
No other top should be visible under polo shirt. 

 
Navy V neck jumper with 
embroidered school logo 

 

 
Only light blue polo shirt should be visible under V neck jumper. 

Cannot be substituted with any other top, jumper or cardigan. Optional in 
summer but should be available for assemblies. 

 

 
Outdoor coat   

 

 
Simple, no branded coats. No hoodies, sweatshirts, sports tops, track suit tops, 

branded jackets or branded coats.  If worn they will be confiscated. 
 

 
Trousers 

 
Black, full length tailored trousers only.  No jeans, chinos, tight fitting trousers 

or leggings. No denim of any type.  No studs or embroidery on pockets. 
 

 
Skirt 

 
Must be blue pleated tartan as per the school supplier website. 

 

 
Belts 

 
If worn must be plain black and not seen. No fashion belts i.e. with a large 

buckle or studded. 
 

 
Hats and scarves 

 
To be worn outside school buildings only, not allowed in lessons.  Suitable for 

winter weather and not as a fashion accessory. 
 

 
Make up 

 
Year 7 and 8 – No makeup at all.  No fake nails or eyelashes. 

Year 9 upwards – Subtle make up only. No fake nails or eyelashes. 
 

 
 

Jewellery 

 
ONE small stud allowed in each ear. No bracelets, bangles, rings or necklaces.  

No facial piercings of any kind i.e. lip, face, eyebrow or tongue. 
 

 
Black shoes 

 
Shoes should be all black without logos or coloured laces. They must be smart, 

sensible and not pose a health and safety risk. 
 

 
Hair 

 
No extreme haircuts or patterns shaved into hair. No extensions or extreme 

colours; hair should only be one natural colour.  
 

 
School bags 

 
An appropriate school bag i.e. rucksack or holdall to transport books and 

school equipment.  No fashion bags, clutch bags or small handbags. 
 

 
PE Uniform

Must be plain royal blue without logos.

Must be plain royal blue without logos.

Optional but cannot be substituted with any other top or jumper. 

 
Navy base layer thermals 

 

 
Optional but must be plain navy thermal base layer without logos. Cannot be 

substituted for joggers or leggings.
